JOINING THE IOWA FIREMEN'S ASSOCIATION

DUES: The dues to join the lowa Firemen’s Association are $10.00 per year, per member. Note: Dues for
new members who join AFTER JUNE 30" AND THROUGH CONVENTION MEETING OF THAT
CURRENT YEAR are one-half the dues ($5.00) for the balance of the year. NEW MEMBERS who join
after the close of the Convention Meeting will be given credit for the following year on payment of the
annual dues ($10.00). $1.10 of your dues is specified for your subscription to a monthly newsletter.

JOINING AS A FIRE DEPARTMENT: When a complete Fire Department or several members of that Fire
Department join the lowa Firemen’s Association, and the dues are paid by or through the Fire
Department, then a list of the names and mailing address of the members as they wish them to be printed
on the membership cards along with a check to pay for the dues, and the name and address of the
Secretary and/or Treasurer, or the Officer who is to be billed for the following year’'s dues. We will also
bill Cities or Fire Districts for the dues when requested to do so by the Fire Department. It is legal and
proper for the various governing bodies to pay the lowa Firemen’s Association dues for members
of their Fire Department. The membership cards for all the members of the Fire Department will be
mailed to that Fire Department.
